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	The teaching of chemical nomenclature, that is the naming of chemicals and the recognition of chemical formulas, is of great value for laboratory technicians and technologists.  Students in first and second semester chemistry are required to learn, recognize and recall inorganic nomenclature to the extent that it becomes a part of their working dialogue.  Not only is recognition important but the speed at which students can recognize and name a chemical is of equal value.  

The initial exposure that students of Chm173 have with this particular topic is through a lecture series in which they are to complete the provided outline notes.  This content is predominantly learned through memorization and of course lots of practice with pen and paper exercises.  One of the other challenges in this topic area is to learn the correct pronunciation of the chemical names.  

Chemania is designed with the following objectives in mind:

a) practice nomenclature by identifying formulas and names of formulas using a game type of learning tool

b) provide immediate feedback as to whether the response is correct or incorrect

c) allow for students to obtain a hint to assist in the identification of a formula

d) to hear the correct pronunciation of the names 

e) using a gaming model, students will be able to self – score their responses and work towards 100 % correct completion

f) using a gaming model, students will be able to challenge themselves in three levels of difficulty
