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	 “Detective O-Chem: An Organic Chemistry Investigator” is an on-line learning tool designed to help students develop the requisite deductive reasoning skills needed for qualitative organic analysis. Similar to the work of a forensic chemist, the successful identification of each compound requires understanding of several key concepts: interpretation of IR and NMR spectral data in structure determination; the importance of physical properties, functional group tests and the preparation of derivatives to unambiguously establish the identity of a compound. Using user-friendly navigation, visually engaging graphics and interactivities, the tutorial focuses on providing students with the necessary background information and self-test Virtual Lab practice. Throughout the tutorial, a methodical problem-solving approach is used to set sub-goals and provide immediate feedback to help students master the skills needed to identify unknown organic compounds.
