Tournament takes place at John Daly’s Thundering Waters
Registration is now open for the Niagara College Foundation’s Niagara College Golf Classic, which will tee off May 31 at Thundering Waters Golf Course in Niagara Falls – a John Daly Signature Course.
The annual tournament raises funds in support of scholarships and bursaries for Niagara College students. With matching funds from the Ontario government, last year’s event generated more than $72,000.

“This is a wonderful opportunity to play one of the region’s top golf courses while contributing to a very worthy cause,” said Niagara College President Dan Patterson. “It’s events like this that create a world of opportunity for students who would otherwise be unable to attend college.”

The entry fee for the tournament is $175 per golfer or $700 per foursome, and includes a barbecue lunch, wine and cheese reception, banquet-style dinner, gift pack and the opportunity to participate in a professional golf clinic – spots for the clinic are limited, and are on a first-come, first-served basis.
