Niagara College selected for provincial pilot project
Program will help make workplace safety a priority for future leaders

Niagara College has been selected as one of nine post secondary institutions in Ontario to pilot an on-line program designed to prepare students to be leaders in workplace health and safety. 
The WorkSmart project is a joint effort of the Ontario Ministries of Labour and Training Colleges and Universities. The project is aimed at a workplace management level, and will provide students with the basics of health and safety, including the economics of safety, management responsibilities, worker rights, and an overview of common safety issues.  The program consists of a three-part on-line course that tests student performance and an electronic transcript can be printed off and placed in the student’s portfolio.   

“Awareness of safety in the workplace is important for all students and graduates, and this on-line course will provide easy access to outstanding learning materials,” said Bea Clark, Director of Workforce and Business Development. “Once they’ve successfully completed the course, Niagara College students will be more job ready.”   

Initially the program will be facilitated by Niagara College’s Job Centre and offered to students in co-operative education programs who are preparing to enter the workforce this summer.  Starting in the fall of 2007, the WorkSmart program will be implemented into the College’s Career Planning and Development courses.  Following the results of the pilot, it is intended that all Niagara College students will have access to the learning materials.  
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
