High Hopes for Low Ropes 
Niagara College and YMCA of Niagara build together
Niagara College and the YMCA of Niagara have signed a unique partnership agreement that will see the Niagara Centre YMCA operate a Low Ropes program at the Welland Campus.  This partnership will allow for the relaunch of the original Niagara College Ropes Course which was last active in 2002. Low ropes programs use cables, ropes and wooden beams strung among trees to explore a variety of leadership and life skills such as communication, risk taking, group dynamics and problem solving.  
“Thanks to the Niagara College Partnership, we can offer outdoor experiential opportunities to hundreds of children and youth through YMCA programs such as Leader Corps, Summer Day Camp, Youth Action and new school programs,.” said Jody Kyle, YMCA’s Vice President of Membership and Community Programs.

The Low Ropes Course is located in the wooded area at the south-west corner of Niagara College Welland Campus, adjacent to the Children’s Safety Village.  Through this partnership the YMCA will assume responsibility for the maintenance of the course.  This will include the clearing of dead trees, rebuilding the elements and cleaning up the grounds
