Legacy Leadership includes six sessions on local issues to prepare prospective volunteers

Legacy Leadership is a six-session program that runs Thursdays from 9 a.m. til noon from September 27 to November 1, 2007.  Sessions will cover such topics as history of Niagara, education, environment, economy, health, and “Living on the Edge.”   Weekly presentations will be lead by a number of experts and community leaders including local historian Sherman Zavitz; Gloria Kain, Chief Planning and Development Office, Niagara Health System Foundation; Dr. Joyce Engel, Vice President Academic at Niagara College; Brian Hutchings, Commissioner of Community Services, Regional Niagara; Alan Teichroeb, Manager, Niagara Economic Development Corporation, Trudy Parsons, Executive Director of the Niagara Training and Adjustment Board and Tony D’Amario, Director of Water Management, Niagara Peninsula Conservation Authority. All sessions take place at the Niagara College Maid of the Mist Campus in Niagara Falls.
“Niagara’s voluntary organizations are facing a number of challenges and are greatly in need of skilled, knowledgeable people,” said  Project Coordinator Steve Cino. “In Niagara, we have many talented individuals who have reached the early years of retirement, and possess the tools that can help drive Niagara’s voluntary sector and the important work that it does.
