Niagara College introduces new programs for ‘08
Niagara College will offer seven new programs, including three postsecondary programs and four post-graduate offerings, for the Fall 2008 term.

New postsecondary programs include Acting for Film and Television, Construction Renovation Technician and Hairstyling Techniques. New post-graduate programs include Advanced Lasers, Emergency Management, Environmental Management and Assessment (Online), and Wine Business Management. 

Acting for Film and Television is a two-year diploma program based out of the Welland Campus that will prepare students for careers in the recorded media/entertainment industry. Students benefit from synergies with the College’s Broadcasting: Radio, Television and Film program, including opportunities for common film and video assignments. 

Construction Renovation Technician is a two-year diploma program that prepares students to enter the construction industry and is designed to meet the high demand for trained workers in the construction renovation industry. Courses in the program include health and safety, building codes, mechanical systems, energy efficient building practices, project management, estimating, and more. The program will be based at the Welland Campus.

Hairstyling Techniques is a one-year certificate program. Graduates will be eligible to register with the Ministry of Training, Colleges and Universities as an apprentice in order to complete on-the-job/in-salon training. Students will study in the College’s fully-equipped modern salon at the Maid of the Mist Campus in Niagara Falls.

Advanced Lasers is a one-year post-graduate program in photonics – the science of generating and harnessing light –  and is a great opportunity for science and physics graduates to specialize in an in-demand field. Graduates will be prepared for careers in a number of sectors, including biotech and medical research, entertainment, fibre optics, holographic technology, optical and space technology. 
Emergency Management is a one-year post-graduate program designed to address the need for emergency management specialists. It compliments the College’s Paramedic, Police Foundations and Law and Security programs. Career possibilities for graduates range from business planners, crisis management analysts and emergency preparedness coordinator to health and safety/environmental managers, risk management and safety engineers.
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New Programs, cont’d

Environmental Management and Assessment (Online) is a two-year post-graduate program that begins in May 2008. The program provides students with a range of specialized environmental skills required for advancement in the environmental management field. This is the first program of its kind in Canada and allows those already employed in the industry to maintain their employment through a combination of residency and distance (online) education.

Wine Business Management is a one-year post-graduate program that prepares graduates for opportunities in winery operations, export sales, licensee and agency sales, wine and culinary tourism, sales and marketing, and special events. The program compliments the College’s Winery and Viticulture Technician program and is supported by the Niagara College Teaching Winery – Canada’s first and only commercial teaching winery.
Niagara College has also introduced January 2008 intakes for the Early Childhood Education and Practical Nursing programs. In all, more than 30 programs are available for January 2008 start. With 6,350 full time students, Niagara College offers more than 90 certificate, diploma and advanced level programs at campuses in Welland, Niagara-on-the-Lake and Niagara Falls.
