The event will feature a children’s play area, student displays, demonstrations, exhibits and expert garden, wine and culinary advice. Local garden clubs and horticultural industry representatives will also be on hand and guided tours of the College’s Wetland Ridge Trail will be available. New this year is a “Backyard Marketplace” featuring a wide selection of Niagara businesses.
Visitors will also have the opportunity to tour the Niagara Culinary Institute and enjoy lunch in the NCI Dining Room, and culinary students will also serve concession-style refreshments and snacks, while students in the Esthetics program will provide free mini-manicures. Samples of the award-winning wines of the Niagara College Teaching Winery will be available at the NCT Winery Retail Store.

Thousands of student-grown plants will be on sale in the Greenhouse. This year’s plant varieties include Martha Washington geraniums, kalanchoes, primula, floral arrangements, hanging baskets, mums, pansies, house plants and more. Plants are proudly grown by students and all plant sale revenues are used to support the educational programs at Niagara College.
The Niagara College Greenhouse – a living lab and classroom for students in the College’s horticultural programs – is located at the Niagara-on-the-Lake Campus, 135 Taylor Road, Niagara-on-the-Lake.
