· Review two videos that will assist participants in identifying a wide breadth of skills that may be transferable to the workplace.
· Complete an O*NET search to help identify skills that are critically important for your chosen professional field and compare this list to the skills you have amassed to date.
· Complete a personal skills inventory.
· Respond, in writing, to a series of questions that will help participants to articulate the value of their skills in a format that is meaningful for potential employers.
